DELEGATES RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. All delegates shall keep badges on throughout business sessions.

2. All delegates shall sit in the space designated for their respective constituents.  Only delegates, monitors, and staff on official business are allowed in the delegate area.

3. Delegates may not leave or be seated while a vote is in progress.  Delegates and monitors must remain in one place during a vote.

4. All speakers shall give their name and the name of their constituent chapter.

5. Prior to presentation, motions must be written and delivered to the chair.

6. Only delegates may propose or vote on motions.

7. Nominating a Candidate from the floor: Only delegates may nominate a candidate from the floor.  The delegate presenting a candidate for nominations should state and spell the name of the candidate, the school that the candidate attends, and whether the candidate has consented to serve, if elected.  (i.e.  I , Clara Barton from NSANYS University, nominate Florence Nightingale for office of President.  She has consented to serve.)
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
